The mobilizations of teachers and university students in Greece still continue. 

The major request of these mobilizations at this point is the non revision of the Article 16 of the Greek Constitution which will allow the foundation of Private Universities, which by Constitution today are banned. 

In the 10 of January 2007 there is a 24 hours strike organized by trade unions of the public sector from all educational degrees. 

Also at the same day the Greek Parliament will debate about the revision of the Constitution. 
Since the 10th of January, every week university students and teachers from all educational degrees keep demonstrating in all big Greek cities. 

In Athens and Thessaloniki major demonstrations took place in front of the Parliament.

Also in hundreds of university schools sit – in from the students are taking place and the teachers of Tertiary Education are on continuous strikes.

OLME declared 24 hours strikes for 15 and 22/2/07 along with DOE in the 22th.. 

Many events and open debates are organized in Greece for this subject. 

The educational movement succeed a victory by suspending during this time the revising of the article 16 of the Constitution in the process which is going on at the Greek Parliament. 

Only the governmental party will vote for, till now, for the revision of the Constitution and it has not the majority of the votes so to revise it irrevocable and so the revision has a chance for re – discussion at the Next Parliamentary Period after the elections.
