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PROPOSED SEMINARS for the next ESF in Malmo

1. THE CONTENT AND THE VALUES OF THE SCHOOL WE ENVISION

The educational policies in Europe, we believe, that are affected more and more, in a negative way, by the financial aims targeted by the E.U. and more specifically from the supportive policies to the Lisbon strategy. The last document, i.e. for the “schools of the 21st century”, leads to the conclusion that knowledge and pedagogy as the main school’s targets, diminished to a simple transmission of information and skills. 
Confronting this challenge, how the teachers and the social movements would react?

Which are our vision and our proposals for the school of the future? Which are the educational principles that should run through the analytical programs and the books? How we will coordinate, our action, in order to get better results for our aims, thus the support of public and truly free education for the children in our counties?
2. Unified School till the 18th years or early separation of students in general and vocational education 
The big discussion which has opened in many countries for the structure of education, mainly the higher secondary, is today ripe due to the experienced teachers, so to give “fruits”. Which are the proposals and the actions of the trade unions? In what way,   the dialogue and the exchange of experience are developed within the educational movement, so as for the positive results to support – through their scientific validity – the solid “groundwork” of our proposals? 
3. Decentralization and evaluation of the school units or a path to the privatization of education?

The experiences in countries within the EU which proceed with the decentralization of schools of the primary and secondary education and their evaluation and categorization, led to the improvement of the quality of the educational system, as their “designers” proclaimed, or led to their even broader privatization – commercialization, as the educational trade unions believe.
