After the recent legislative initiatives of the Greek Ministry of Education and
Religious Affairs and given that the constitutional framework is now infringed
regarding the state’s supervision on qualifications issued by private education
providers, we are obliged to point out the following:

a) The formal private education is no more controlled by any supervisory
institution of the state neither as regards curricula nor as regards the quality of
education provided. Furthermore, the legality of issued qualifications is not
controlled as well, since the supervisory authorities of the Greek Ministry of
Education and Religious Affairs does no longer monitor the appointments and
dismissals at private schools.

b) The qualifications (secondary and upper secondary school leaving
certificate) by private schools are signed and issued by the "educational”
school staff, whose composition and qualifications the Greek Ministry of
Education and Religious Affairs is not aware of.

c) Private schools issue qualifications through internal procedures. The
leaving certificate of secondary education (C’ class of Gymnasium - Level 2),
the exams at A’ and B’ class of upper secondary education (classes whose
grade takes part in the degree for access to higher education) and leaving
exams of C’ class of upper secondary education (level 4) are resulting from in-
school procedures (tests) exclusively supervised by the staff of each school
without the control of the Greek Ministry of Education and Religious Affairs.
